Ahead of the International Youth Day 2012, and amidst an economic crisis which has 

affected young people the most, United Nations Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon has 

called for greater and more meaningful inclusion of youth into decision-making 

processes around the world, while also warning of a possible ñlost generationò if 

urgent measures are not put in place.ò  
 

In his message, the Secretary-General also noted that youth are a ñtransformative force; 

they are creative, resourceful and enthusiastic agents of change, be it in public squares or 

cyberspace.ò  
 

ñFrom their pivotal role in efforts to achieve freedom, democracy and equality, to their global 

mobilization in support of the UN Conference on Sustainable Development (Rio+20), youth 

have energetically demonstrated yet again their capacity and desire to turn the tide of 

history and tackle global challenges,ò Mr. Ban said. ñWe need to establish more and 

stronger mechanisms for youth participation.

Big Picture III:  
The Central Role of Knowledge in Sustainable Development 

Human activity is generating fundamental changes to global ecological systems, 

which are being pushed to their limits in terms of their capacity to support life as we 

know it. Two key challenges have arisen as a result: the first is to understand the 

causes and effects of these changes, the second is to effect a transition to a 

sustainable societal system. Much has been done to address the first challenge, 

but less to address the second. Human society as a whole has yet to learn how 

to manage itself in ways that do not threaten the global ecological systems 

upon which it depends.

Big Picture IV: 
The Need for Innovation 

"We can't solve problems by using the same kind of thinking  

we used when we created them.ñ (Albert Einstein) 

To meet the complex challenges of the world today, responses will need to be 

equally complex. Urgent calls for innovative solutions have become increasingly 

frequent as people begin to recognize both the need to change fundamental 

patterns of human relationships with each other and their environment, and the 

catastrophic ramifications of inaction and illȤinformed decisions. Yet, progressing 

from the stage of identifying that need to a stage of action is often stalled, 

largely due to the incapacity to move innovations and knowledge between 

disciplines, óthought worldsô and contexts, and an inability to mobilize action 

across the boundaries and scales that define a social system.
